To mandate the Welfare & International Officer to liaise with Leicester City Council and Leicester Landlords Association to draw up a suitable Accredited Housing scheme, tailored to the needs of University of Leicester Students’ Union.
To ban strippers from performing in publicly accessible areas of the Percy Gee

To ban all forms of advertising of tobacco and related products from the Union, including free gifts.
To work with the TUC and other bodies to abolish the age differentials in the minimum wage and campaign for the minimum wage to be raised to a decent level which ensures that working students get a decent pay for a decent days work.
To ban the advertising of private Halls of Residence in the Students’ Union or in any Students’ Union Media.
For all entrance ways to the Percy Gee Building to be smoke-free zones.
To support the Leicester Blood Service at Vaughan Way and any student who wishes to donate blood or platelets.
